which tells how Queen Esther and her 
cousin Mordechai saved the Jewish 
people from the wicked villain Haman.
�e tale is known for its plot twists, 
hidden identities, bravery, and the 
dramatic downfall of Haman. Braham 
Ramadan Purim is celebrated with 
hamantaschen (a triangle-shaped pastry 
with jam �lling), wine, kreplach
(small meat or potato-�lled dumplings), 
and a joyous meal shared with friends 
and family.

Costumes are a beloved part of Purim 
celebrations. �ey re�ect themes of 
hidden identity in the Purim story 
(Esther concealed her Jewish identity at 
�rst), and they bring fun, creativity, and
playfulness to the holiday through 
masks, costumes, and festive dress-up.
